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Life at the Ago House in the 60’s

| totally ignored Fran's appeal for memories of tAgo
House in the 60’s, anticipating that someone elsaildv
accept the challenge. Every e-mail | received friate
Sheldon Cox ‘62 asked about my progress on t
assignment—and each time | responded with sorppditit
remark as to who would really want to know suchgis?
Still, Kate persisted. There has been no pulttifidafe!

So...out came the photo albums and other detritesltege
mementos: copies of The Racquette, The Pioneeunir]
Prom Queen poster...and recollections flooded mges

afforded the privilege of serving, clearing, andatling up.

Even though we lived in the house, ho males onst#eond
floor, a 10-mile radius travel restriction and @ws of 10:30
and 1:00. The porch lights blinked a 3-minute wagnias
curfew neared. Couples in clutches peppered the fAqu
porch while others dashed across the street frenCtarkson
library or desperately looked for a parking plaadobe the
lights went out and the doors were locked.

There was no thought of “cabin-fever” during thetir cold
of February. The tradition of Ice Carnival encongzabs

The album provided countless snapshots ~*
Agos lounging around the house, getting ir
costume for a skit or theme party, prepari
for some special occasion. But the mc
memorable photos were those that pictured
dressed for action and singing-often from t
front porch railing! The Children’s Christma
Party with Ago elves, parents in the circle
friendship, Open Houses, Freshmen Te
Rush Parties, Pledge Parties, and The /
Auction—apprehension clearly visible onan—
of our faces!

Living at the Ago House as a junior was a cove
opportunity—only 4 did so, and our reward was tweha
dresser and assigned bookshelf area in the hahgAlith
this honor was the responsibility to help in tharimg of the
house. And oh, yes, our one phone, with two exterssithe
public one in the hall upstairs, where those 4nljvin-the-
hall juniors were the unofficial message-takersd ahe
preferred/private one in a closet off the diningnmo

The 2nd floor rooms were where we lived,
lounged—but did not sleep. Sleeping was relegatethé
dark, unheated third floor dormitory of bunk betigisely,
the first possession you acquired upon moving theo Ago
House was the heaviest down comforter you couldréfor
barter from the seniors as they packed up aftedugtgon.
Lucky me, my comforter was left to me in a “senioll”!

Only one person was allowed an alarm clock in fhgtd,
drafty 3rd floor dorm. Imagine 22 alarms and snebatons!
Someone (certainly not 1) volunteered to be thdiestrriser;
thus beginning the daily ritual of wake-up callsbsard on
the wall beside the stairway to the dorms had wgkéimes
and nametags. We hung our nametag on the time algedi
to be awakened and removed our nametag as we stddoe
in the morn. Of course there was an incentive femdp
prompt since the final straggler did the next wakesall!

We made our own breakfast and had lunch elsewbatdhe
expectations were specific for dinner. Mrs. Deckars the
subtle director of the dining ritual—no phone imtgations
and no talking between tables. We could sign-outdfoner,
but we were never late! The closest we came togbkite,
was arriving last to our assigned table. Then,gererally
found the head chair empty and waiting.
